Financial Assistance

The scheme provided a Central Financial Assistance of Rs. 30,000/~ per kW up to
2 kW ie. and Rs.18000/- per kW for additional capacity up to 3 kW. Total
Subsidy for systems larger than 3 kW capped at Rs.78000/-. Many banks have

The economy of Madhya Pradesh
thrives predominantly on
agriculture, with 72.37% of its
population residing in rural areas,
The economic landscape of
Madhya Pradesh is characterized
by a primary sector dominance
(47%), followed by the tertiary
sector (347} and the secondary
sector (18%).

In the fiscal year 2022-23, the
primiary sector witnessed a 5.24%
growth, while the secondary and
tertiary sectors experienced
growth rates of 5.42% and 9.99%
respectively, compared to the
preceding year.

Agriculture

Madhya Pradesh, the country's
second-largest producer of food
grains, is expected to yield 352.7 lakh
tonnes of wheat in 2022-23 (as per
advance estimates), a significant
increase from 174.8 lakh tonnes in
2013-14. Similarly, rice production
has surged from 53.6 lakh to 131.8
lakh tonnes during this period.
Various agricultural development
schemes, including the distribution
of chemical fertilizers, plant
protection

, and certified seeds, aim to boost agricultural production in the state, In the 2021-22 fiscal
year, 22.54 lakh metric tonnes of chemical fertilizers were distributed, while 13.62 lakh metric
tonnes were distributed for the Kharif crop until November 2022 in 2022-23. The plant
protection program covered 221.74 lakh hectares in 2021-22, and 22.73 lakh quintals of
certified seeds were distributed to farmers during the Kharif season of 2021-22. The irrigated
area in the state has seen a general increase over the past yvears, reaching 12881.6 thousand
hectares in 2021-22, a 2.93 percent increase from the previous year's 12515.2 thousand
hectares,

Industry

The secondary sector is anticipated
to grow by 5.42 percent from 202]-
22 () to 2022-23 (A). In an
agriculture-oriented economy like
Madhya Pradesh's, industrialization
is crucial for higher development.
Micro, small, and medium
industries play a pivotal role in rural
economic development. In 2021-22,

1.87 lakh such industries were established, creating 15 lakh potential jobs. By November 2022
in 2022-23, 2.13 lakh micro, small, and medium industries were established, providing
employment to 11.30 lakh people. The state government's industrial liberalization policy
facilitated financial assistance of Rs 392.45 crore in 2021-22 and Rs 181.63 crore till November
2022 in 2022-23. Currently, 7727 units with a plant capacity of 7.04 lakhs are registered.
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Minerals

Madhya Pradesh is one of the eight major
mineral-rich states in India. It ranks
fourth in coal production nationally, and
the mining and quarrying sector
contributes 3.18 percent to the state's
economy, as estimated for 2021-22 (P&Q).

Energy
Continuous efforts by the state
government have led Lo electricity
surplus since 2017-18. In 2021-22, total
power supply reached 82,976 million
units, with significant contributions from
projects like Indira Sagar and Sardar
Sarovar, The agriculture sector accounted
for 42.6 percent of power usage, followed
by 27.6 percent for residential use.
Increasing power generation and

transmission capacities are expected to ensure adequate availability for both industry and
agriculture. The state has achieved self-sufficiency in electricity due to enhanced production
capacity and long-term agreements. Under the Deendayal Upadhyaya Gram Jyoti Yojana, 50
schemes worth Rs 2,886 crore were approved for feeder separation, metering distribution

system strengthening, and rural electrification.

Transport

The transport sector's contribution to the state's
economy grew by 27.08 percent in 2020-21 (P) and
14.15 percent in 2021-22 (P) at constant prices (2021-
22). By November 2022, 8294 roads were completed
under the Chief Minister’s Village Road Scheme,
connecting 8458 villages to main roads at a cost of Rs
3481 crore. As of 2021, the state had 70.95 thousand
km of roads maintained by the Public Works
Department, with 8.85 thousand km of national
highways and 11.39 thousand km of provincial
highways. Vehicle registrations continue to rise,
reaching 11.81 lakh by September 2022 in 2022-23,
totalling 2.11 crore vehicles registered in the state to
date.

In recent years, the Madhya Pradesh government has actively encouraged for organic
farming and sustainable agricultural practices. Various parameters such as rural
roads, employment, housing, water supply, sanitation, rural-urban connectivity,
Panchayat reinforcement, and capacity building have been pivotal in driving growth
in the rural sector.

Agriculture and livestock significantly contribute to the primary sectors, with the
livestock sector's contribution rising steadily from 2.96 percent in 2011-12 to 5.93
percent in 2022-23. Notably, horticultural crops like oranges, mangoes, guavas,
hananas, pomegranates, potatoes, tomatoes, onions, chilies, green peas, and
coriander play a vital role in the state's agricultural landscape. In comparison to the
previous year, the growth rates in the primary and agricultural sectors were 5.24
percent and 5.46 percent, respectively, in 2022-2023.



Madhya Pradesh possesses remarkable agricultural diversity owing to its extensive range of
climates and soil types, wherein each of its 11 agro-climatic zones exhibits unique cropping
patterns and inherent challenges. For instance, the Kymore Plateau & Satpura Hills zone
adopts the rice-wheat cropping system, while the Central Narmada Valley & Vindhya Plateau
primarily cultivate wheat. In contrast, the Gird Region, Bundelkhand, and Satpura Plateau
zones favor a wheat-jowar cropping pattern, whereas the Malwa Plateau, Nimar Plains, and
Thabua Hills adhere to a cotton-jowar cropping regime.

In terms of agricultural production, the crop area witnessed a 5.46 percent increase in the year
2022-23. Comparing to 2021-2022, the area under cereals expanded by 1.11 percent in 2022-
23. Remarkably, cereals and oilseeds production escalated by 2.58 percent and 16.38 percent,
respectively, while pulse production surged by 17.04 percent during the same period.
Moreover, the total crop production surged by 4.16 percent from 2022 to 2023 compared to the
previous year.

Regarding major crop production, Madhya Pradesh's agricultural output has shown a
consistent upward trend. Wheat and paddy stand as the primary cereals in the state. The paddy
cultivation area in 2021-22 saw a notable increase of 12,00 percent compared to the previous
year, with production reaching 13193 thousand metric tons, marking a 5.53 percent rise from
2020-2021. Over the last

The state is actively engaged in implementing the 'Atmanirbhar Madhya Pradesh Roadmap
2023', which was introduced during the 2020-21 period, aimed at harnessing the state's
potential to enhance socio-economic growth. Key sectors such as manufacturing and tourism
are pivotal in this endeavor. Under the 'Atmanirbhar Madhya Pradesh Roadmap', the
Government of Madhya Pradesh is emphasizing the expansion of industries, enhancing market
connections, bolstering infrastructure, and improving linancial institutions to facilitate better
credit access, particularly for the MSME sector. The goal is to foster sustainable
industrialization, generate quality employment opportunities, and encourage innovation
through the "Vocal for Local” strategy.

Policy reforms have been prioritized by the state to create jobs, promote the use of sustainable
alternatives, attract investments, encourage public-private partnerships, and enhance
business prospects in rural areas.

In order to cultivate an entrepreneurial culture driven by innovation, the Government of
Madhya Pradesh has introduced the 'Madhya Pradesh Startup Policy 2022'. Additionally, the
Mukhyamantri Self-Employment Generation Schemes aims to expand MSME units and
enhance self-employment opportunities. The state has also launched the "Renewable Energy
Policy 2022' to capitalize on its solar potential and the 'Scheme for Promotion of Ethanol and
Bio-fuel Production 2021' to stimulate the establishment of Ethanol Blending plants.

For attracting investments and providing incentives to MSMEs, the government has
formulated policies such as the 'MISME Development Policy 2021" and the 'Industrial
Promotion Policy 2021, Moreover, the 'MSME Cluster Development Scheme' facilitates cluster
development for MSMEs across the state. The 'One District, One Product (ODOP)' initiative has
been implemented in all districts to foster economic and socio-cultural growth, particularly in
rural areas, by focusing on agro-processing and market development.

Taking advantage of the state's geographical position, the government has concentrated on
multi-sectoral development through infrastructure development, supportive policies, and
operational reforms. The subsequent section discusses the industry, MSME, and tourism
seclors,

It illustrates the increasing contributions of all activities in the secondary sector. In 2022-23,
the Manufacturing sector made the highest contribution (42.69 percent) in the secondary
sector, followed by the Construction sector {39.94 percent), and the Electricity, gas, water
supply & other utility services sector (17.37 percent). Over the past decade, the Electricity, gas,
water supply & other utility services sector witnessed an average annual growth of 15.63
percent, while the construction sector grew by 10.70 percent, and the manufacturing sector
grew by 10.06 percent (Directorate of Statistics and Economics, Government of Madhya
Pradesh, 2022).

MSME Policy Initiatives :

Mukhyamantri Self-Employment Generation Schemes: This initiative aims to offer collateral-
free credit for self-employment, reducing interest costs for beneficiaries, and enhancing
project viability to expand MSME units, thereby increasing self-employment opportunities in
the state.

Madhya Pradesh Startup Policy and Implementation Scheme 2022: The Government of
Madhya Pradesh introduced the '"Madhya Pradesh Startup Policy 2022' to position Madhya
Pradesh as a preferred destination for startups and incubators, The policy aims to foster an
entrepreneurial culture through academic interventions at the school and college levels and to
establish an enabling ecosystem by connecting startups, investors, incubators, and other
stakeholders. Key interventions under the scheme include:

Access to Market: Relaxing criteria such as "Prior Turnover,” "Prior Experience,” and
"Submission of EMD" to encourage startups to participate in public procurement.

Funding Support: Merging entities to create a special venture capital fund for startup funding,
conducting startup investor connect programs, and providing incentives and assistance for
finance, project management, marketing, and legal issues.

Fostering Innovation and Entrepreneurship: Establishment of an  Entreprencurship
Development Cell (EDC) in wvarious Higher Education Institutions (HEIs), conducting
programs with HEIs to support student entrepreneurs, and registering startups in the State's
Startup Portal.

In the State's Startup Ranking issued by the Department of Promotion of Industry and Internal
Trade (DPIT) of the Government of India, Madhya Pradesh has progressed from an "Emerging
Startup Ecosystem” in 2019 to an "Aspiring Leader" in 2021. As of February 2023, there are 2787
DPIUT registered startups from Madhya Pradesh, including 1243 Women-Led Startups.
